Brian J. Logan assumed the Director of Bands position at Wheeling High School in
1990. Prior to his appointment at Wheeling, Mr. Logan directed bands at Holmes Middle
School, Wheeling, IL, and Gemini Jr. High School, Niles, IL.

Mr. Logan has been recognized by Quinlan and Fabish Music, Wheeling High School,
East Maine School District 63, Township High School District 214, the Illinois State Senate,
and the United States Congress for Excellence in Music Education. The National Band Asso-
ciation has awarded Mr. Logan six “Citation of Excellence” awards. He was also awarded a
Paul Harris Fellow from the Rotary Foundation of Rotary International for his work at Wheel-
ing High School.

Mr. Logan received a Bachelor’s degree in Music Education from VanderCook Col-
lege of Music (1983), and a Master’s in Educational Administration from Northeastern Illi-
nois University (1989). He is a member of IMEA, MENC, JEN, ASBDA, NBA. Mr.
Logan is also an active adjudicator, clinician, guest conductor, and percussionist.

Colin Holman received his Bachelor of Music degree with honors from the Univer-
sity of Birmingham, England in 1983 and came to the United States with the aid of a Direct
Exchange Scholarship and a Graduate Honors Fellowship, completing his master's degree in
instrumental conducting and his Ph.D. in musicology at the University of Kansas. In 1992
Holman moved to Chicago and established his career as a conductor and a musicologist special-
izing in English music. He has lectured in musicology at both the undergraduate and graduate
level at several area universities including Northwestern University, Northern Illinois Univer-
sity, North Park University and Wheaton College. His extensive conducting credits include
work in opera and musical theater, with orchestras and concert bands, and in early music.

Holman's first performing experiences (both as player and conductor) were in local
and school brass bands in England which led to performances at the National Festival of Music
for Youth and two European tours. Since moving to Chicago, he has rekindled his association
with the brass band community, becoming one of the most successful brass band conductors in
North America on the contest and concert platform. He is in much demand as a brass band clini-
cian throughout the United States and in April 2002 was an adjudicator at the NABBA Champi-
onships in Cincinnati OH.

In addition to the Chicago Brass Band, Dr. Holman is Director of Orchestral Studies
at Loyola University Chicago, Music Director of the Fox Valley Concert Band (Geneva IL),
and a member of the graduate teaching faculty at North Park University.

Joshua Thompson has been the band director at Lake Zurich High School since
1997. Prior to that he taught for two years in the Kankakee School District. He directs the
school’s three concert bands, two jazz ensembles, pep band, pit orchestra and the 200 member
marching band.

Mr. Thompson earned his Master’s in Music Education from Vandercook College of
Music and has his Bachelor’s from Northwestern University. In 2008 he was selected by the
Lake Zurich Area Chamber of Commerce as this year’s “Outstanding Educator.” He studied
clarinet with Russell Dagon and Clark Brody and played in bands with Don Owens, John
Paynter, and Steve Peterson. He was a member of the 1994 Disneyland All-American College
band. He met his wife, Ruthie, at Harvest Bible Chapel in Rolling Meadows and they now re-
side in Lake Zurich with their four children, Jack (7), Kate (5), Dane (3.5) and Gracie (2) He is
a member of Harvest Bible Chapel in Lake Zurich, Illinois where he plays clarinet and saxo-
phone on the worship team.
