KINDERGARTEN STUDENTS NEED TO WEAR THEIR HALLOWEEN COSTUMES TO 
SCHOOL. If masks are part of the costume, please have students keep them in their backpack 
until they are needed for the parade.  
STUDENTS IN GRADES 1-5 NEED TO BRING THEIR COSTUMES TO SCHOOL. They will 
change into their costumes after lunch.

  *Short enough to walk in without tripping or falling  
*Easy enough that your child can dress him/her self  *No weapons (real or fake) 
* No alcohol, tobacco, or drug related items   *No blood

Classes will haunt the hallways of SA and parade in front of the school by Old Mill Grove Road 
and the circle drive.
